Cathy has made a career out of her passion

Cathy Moorhead has only ever had one job. She has
never wanted to do anything but be in a hot air
halloon, going where the wind takes her, listening to the
birds, and watching deer and small animals below her.

And she gets paid for it, about £25,000 a year. T've
been flying balloons since | was 10, and | have done it
professionally for twelve years. [ fly between 10 and 20
passengers in different balloons.” The flights usually lust
an hour, and they go early in the morning or just before
sunset. “The trips are always mystery tours] she says. ‘I
never know where we're going to land.

She starts work about 6 am, and works anything from
15 hours a day to nothing, if the weather is bad. “We can’t
fly if it’s too windy, if visibility is poor, or if it's raining.
The balloon gets too heavy and the passengers get wet.

I love
being out in the countryside and I hate routines. So this
is heaven for me!
